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    President’s Message    

Jimmy Carter defeated Gerald Ford for the President of the United States. 
A new Chevy Monte Carlo cost $4,600 and got 7.2 miles per gallon but that was okay by today’s stand-
ards because gasoline only cost 59 cents per gallon. 
Cigarettes were 39 cents a pack. 
Median household income was $12,686. 
A first class stamp cost 13 cents. 
“One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s Nest” won the Academy Award for Best Picture. 
A new invention, the VHS tape, brought major entertainment into the American living room whenever 
we wanted it. 
Western fashion was predominated by big hair, bell bottoms, and below the knee hemlines. 
A wrinkle-free, dacron/polyester, “real” corduroy suit sold for $70. There were lots of knitted and macra-
mé sweaters out there; looking back on these fashions today, one wonders how we ever survived it. 

Disco was the latest dance craze; Gloria Gaynor’s “I 
Will Survive” became the nation’s party anthem. 
The American television audience was introduced to 
“Laverne and Shirley,” “The Gong Show,” “Charlie’s An-
gels,” and “Rich Man, Poor Man” (for those of us with 
more sophisticated tastes.) 
The nation celebrated its 200th birthday. 
Despite all these changes in the American way of life, 
the Olfa Cutter was still 3 years from being introduced 
to the quilting public. 
 
Yes, the year was 1976, and in the small backwater 
town of Santa Rosa, California, a group of women took 
a quilting class from Joyce Gross at the Santa Rosa 
Junior College. Upon completion of the class Joyce en-
couraged the students to continue meeting, so Dotty 
Zagar invited the group to her home for the inaugural 
meeting of what would become the Santa Rosa Quilt 
Guild. Dotty recalled that 16-20 quilters attended that 
meeting. This group of quilters continued to meet, first 

at a Baptist Church, then at the Farm Bureau, followed by a couple of locations at Coddingtown Mall, 
until the group found the wonderful location at the Scottish Rite Masonic Lodge facility shortly before 
1990. From less than two dozen our Membership has continued to grow to about 285 today. 
 

Although many are no longer with us, we are forever grateful to Kathy Allen, Jody Berger, Kitty Dobbert, 
Joyce Gross, Gene Isaacs, June Moes, Rose Norris, Joyce Sharpe, Nancy Shea, Mary Wescott, and 
Dotty Zagar. 
 

In honor, memory, and gratitude of our “Charter Members,” we traditionally celebrate Founders’ Day on 
the third Thursday in September. It is unknown when the Founders’ Day celebration was initiated, but in 
1990 it was being recognized with salad and cheesecake supplied by Members. We have graduated 
considerably from salad and cheesecake. It has grown to quite an event, including a full and varied buf-
fet and County Fair quilt prize winners as special guests. 
 
We are all looking forward to our “Ruby Anniversary” on September 15th as we celebrate 40 years since 
the founding of the Santa Rosa Quilt Guild.
